	Visit the Museum of Transportation.
(Adults: $8, 13 & older; Children: $5, ages 3-12; Members: Free (six guests admitted per visit. Optional Fees - Creation Station: $2 per person)

	Visit the Missouri Botanical Garden.

General admission:
$8 adults (ages 13 & over), Free children (12 & under)
Garden members & children (12 and under): Free.

St. Louis City/County residents:
$4 adults (ages 13–64), $3 seniors (ages 65 & over). Free on Wed. & Sat. mornings before noon.
